Tour Permits:
All Boy Scout units (Troops, Crews, Posts) MUST file a Tour Permit with their local council. The permit should be either a National or Local permit, depending on the distance a unit must travel to reach the Long Trail. Vermont Scout units must file a Local Tour Permit with the Green Mountain Council. Non-Scouting youth groups should follow whatever policy is required by their respective organization.
BSA 50-Miler Award:
The BSA 50-Miler Award is not automatically given for completion of one of the segments of the trail. Please refer to the 50-Miler Award requirements for details of what is required to earn this award. This form is available online or from your local BSA council office. Please note that the Long Trail is not a BSA "Historic Trail".
Log of the Trip:
Keep a daily log of your hike to sumbit with this application for the Long Trail Hiker Award. Appoint a scribe to keep a daily log including weather, conditions of the trail, friends made, occurrences, good turn service projects done, etc. Please submit one copy of this log to the Green Mountain Council along with your Long Trail Hiker Award application. A second copy of your log should be sent to The Green Moutain Club, Route 100 - RR 1 Box 650, Waterbury Center, VT 05677.
Service Projects:
All groups are asked to complete 2 hours of service project time while on the trail.
Timing of Hike:
Segments may be hiked in consecutive days or on a series of weekends. (The BSA 50-Miler Award requires consecutive days of hiking.)
