  Terrain:  

This cache is located on Town of Sudbury conservation land in Nobscot Woods. The parking area is located on Route 20 in Sudbury at Lat: 42 21.614N, Long: 71 26.473W. Look for a sign saying “Tippling Rock Trail, Sudbury Conservation Land”. There are two entrances 100 yards apart and the sign is at the west entrance so coming from the east you might miss it if you are not careful.

Follow the path from the parking area and use this map to guide you as the Sudbury conservation land borders Knox Trail Council, BSA owned land that is private. The trail from the parking lot leads up to the side of an apartment complex. The Salamander trail begins there but the most direct route with the biggest path is to follow the boundary of the apartment complex and the woods until the old fire road is found that leads into the woods away from the apartments. The Salamander trail will eventually connect to that trail.

The land you will be walking on was purchased by the Town of Sudbury in 1998 to prevent a housing development from being built there. Although the path does go to the Tippling Rock lookout as the sign says, Tippling Rock is actually on BSA property.

If you are doing both of our Nobscot caches (Nobscot Mt is the other one Lat: 42 20.700N, Long: -71 27.028W), there is no trail from this conservation area to the Nobscot Mt cache that does not cross BSA land. It is suggested you drive to the parking area described in that cache write up. The Nobscot Mt cache is in a section of the Richard Callahan State park. Town points of interest:

Sudbury is the home of Longfellow's Wayside Inn, located on the Boston Post Rd, which has operated as an Inn and restaurant for over 200 years. George Washington is known to have stayed there on his way to Boston. Sudbury is also the home of the Little Red School house made popular in the poem "Mary Had a Little Lamb". The Sudbury River, which divides Sudbury and Wayland to the East, is the river mentioned in the "Thanksgiving Poem" (that begins "Over the river and through the woods to grandfather's house we go..."). Sudbury is also the former home of Babe Ruth. His house still stands and looks nearly the same as the photo in the Cooperstown Hall of Fame.

Once you?ve found this cache, you can find the second cache in these woods, the "Nobscot Mt" cache (Lat: 42° 20.700', Long: -71° 27.028')

 Take a nice hike in Nobscot Boy Scout camp to find this cache. Makes for a great loop if you also want to bag Nobscot Mtn and Nobscot Woods caches.

This cache is located near the line between Nobscot Boy Scout Camp and Sudbury Conservation Land. You can access this area from several places. The most popular are the Boy Scout parking lot on Edgell Road, or the small Sudbury town forest parking lot on Brimstone Road (off Rt20). I recommend the Brimstone entrance which is 3/4 up the road on the left near the summit of Nobscot Mountain. 

If you park on Brimstone, after your cache hunt, walk the short distance to the summit. The fire tower is manned in the summer, and if you yell up to the warden they will often invite you up for a look. It's a million dollar view. Kids will get a kick out of hearing/seeing how the the fire tower operates. 

Plot the nearby Nobscot Mtn and Nobscot Woods caches on your map and you'll see that this makes for a great 3 cache loop. 

It's relatively easy searching/terrain to nab this cache. You should have no problem. 

Original cache was stolen in May03, but I replaced it soon after with a boy scout popcorn tin.

The cache box is located in the woods in a section of Richard Callahan State Park on the top of Nobscot Mt (EL: 602'). The Terrain difficulty depends on where you park and the route you take. Unfortunately, even though you are at the highest point around, there is no good overlook here due to the trees. However, the road that leads to the top of the mountain does have a good view. Just follow the road down a little and you will see a great view to the North and West. Wachusett Mt stands out and if it's clear, Mt Monadnock in NH can be seen.

Parking for this cache search is available at two good locations:

· The first is from a public parking area (Lat: 42° 20.962'N, Long: 71° 27.312'W) located on Brimstone Lane in Sudbury, off of Route 20. Be careful, this is a narrow steep road. There is a small area on the left for about 5 cars to park. There's a sign that says something like: "Sudbury Conservation Land". The road is also used to maintain the microwave towers at the top. 

· The Second spot is from Edgell Rd in Framingham near the Sudbury border. The coordinates are for a small, unmarked parking area for a piece of the Richard Callahan State Park, coordinates Lat: 42° 20.509'N, Long: 71° 26.379'W. This marks a narrow corridor between two pieces of land owned by the Knox Trail Council of the BSA which is private property. Follow the trail for about 100 yards. When the trail splits as it crosses a small stream, take the much smaller trail to the left. The one to the right crosses onto BSA property. Follow the left trail and it will lead onto the larger piece of Callahan State Park. The trail eventually dies out, so you may have to bush-wack to get to the trail that leads to the fire tower (both of which are in the state park). Note that at the trailhead at Edgell road a sign says that the trail is the Boy Scouts'. That is not true at that point. Only after crossing the stream does it go into BSA property (I'll post the Town of Framingham property maps as soon as I can).

Town points of interest:

Two stage cache located in Sudbury's Nobscot Reservation. Parking, N42° 20.970 W71° 27.300, on Brimstone Lane off Route 20. One mile roundtrip from parking to both stages of the cache. While you're here check out Ford's Folly which is a stone's throw from the final cache!

Spreadin' the gospel of geocaching one cache at a time. This hide is intended to be a "breeder cache," supplying inspiration and materials for geocachers to hide their own caches.

Please trade any items related to geocaching "infrastructure" -- interesting containers, camo or reflective tape, log book supplies, notes with ideas for novel hides or locations/coordinates, "trash out" bags, travel bug tag making supplies. Regular trade items are also hidden in the cache (for kids who don't find film canisters interesting).

Instructions:

1) First stage: Find the camoflaged vitamin bottle at the listed coordinates. Inside are the final coordinates. (You may still find a nail where the clue was originally hidden. The vitamin bottle is within ten feet of that position.)

2) Second stage: Locate the final cache, a 5.5 gallon white pail with lid, and trade geocaching related stuff. A good flashlight is a must for your search.

When replacing both cache containers, please make sure they are at their original coordinates (out of sight of the casual viewer)

3) Email me if you use any of the trade items to create and hide your own cache, and I'll post the name of your new cache here so we can watch this breeder cache bear fruit.

Cache site may be **MUDDY** at times. Leave your loafers and open-toed sandals at home. You may want to open it in a drier spot, so the contents stay clean.

Please do not place any food or candy in the cache. There seem to be raccoons living nearby who would probably love to tear into the cache if there's food.

A simple two stage multicache in Callahan State Park, Framingham.

This cache has a story... 

Nobscot Mountain in northern Framingham and Sudbury has a rather extensive trail system on it. Unfortunately, the trails are owned by four different groups and are poorly documented. The Wittenborg Woods area, owned by the Town of Framingham and maintained by the Sudbury Valley Trustees, is the only one well mapped. The adjacent town of Sudbury area is mapped, but the details are inaccurate. The other areas, owned by the Boy Scouts and the state (as part of Callahan State Park) are unmapped. Still, with lots of trails and caches in the area I found myself exploring...

On one hike I had completed most of a loop and was about to connect to the trail I had started on when the trail stopped right in someone's back yard. My GPS showed I was only a couple hundred feet from connecting and since the ground was only sparsely covered I just set off in the right direction, trail or no. And here, in the middle of the woods, I found a small cemetary. One large stone with two metal plaques on it with four names: Jonathan and Candace Hill Greenwood on the left and Asenath and Caroline A. Greenwood on the right. So, what was this doing in the middle of the woods?

Temple's History of Framingham, published in the late 19th century, includes a complete geneology of everyone who had lived in town up to 1880 so I knew I'd be able to find these people listed. Sure enough, they were there. Jonathan and Candace were married and the other two were their children who apparently died unmarried.

Jonathan is not mentioned in the history portion of the book, so apparently he never did anything particularly noteworthy, but is named as "deacon" so he was apparently active in his church and he's also shown on a list of town selectman so was active in the town too. So clearly these are people who would have been well known. So, how did they end up in the woods?

Next I turned to old maps (like this one) and found "J. Greenwood" shown, right off of Edgell Road and exactly where the graves are now located. Not too surprising really as much of the land we think of as woods now was cleared farmland in the 19th century. So, the graves were on the back of the family property and the nearby cellar hole, though too small for a house, was no doubt part of their holdings too.

I tried searching the Internet to find out more about these people. Greenwoods were among the early settlers of Massachusetts so I expected to find something. I did find some ancestors listed but not much else, except for one interesting hit that brought me to...eBay? What's this...a listing for a Bible. An early 19th century family Bible which, as typical for that era, includes a section to record family births and deaths. And there was the whole family I had been trying to find listed. This was clearly Jonathan Greenwood's family Bible. The last listing is of his death when the book must have been passed on to others.

So, what are the odds? This is quite possibly the last remaining artifact of these people, with writing in their own hand, and it shows up for sale at the exact moment I'm looking.

The Cache

OK, that's the story, now on to the cache. It's a simple two part hike, with a total distance of about one mile. The first stop is the Greenwood grave site where you'll need to read some dates to determine the final location. The hike is entirely within Callahan State Park. Please note that the trails in this area are often a little vague. Look for green paint splashes on the trees ("green on wood"). 

Parking is on Edgell Road at N42° 20.509, W71° 26.379. There is an area to pull off which holds several cars. The trail head goes directly into the woods and though there is a warning sign about the Boy Scout property it should be of no concern as you won't be going on their property unless you take a wrong turn.

Hike in and find the grave at N42° 20.397, W71° 26.637. Look at the dates on the grave; the numbers you need are Caroline's year of birth and Jonathan's year of death. Now go to:

42° 20.xxx
71° 26.yyy

xxx is the year of Jonathan's death minus 1542
yyy is the year of Caroline's birth minus 1000

The contents initially include finder's buttons, the usual trinkets and a number of travel bugs, one of which is green and another of which is wood (there's a theme going on here...)

Those wishing to explore the area further may find the map I've been working on useful. This is a work in progress, but shows many of the trails in all four of the parcels on the mountain. I believe all the major trails are included and many landmarks are indicated for reference.

An extremely well hidden dam, constructed deep in the woods in Sudbury, lies not far from the Nobscot conservation area. The dam was intended to supply the Wayside Inn, but never held water. 

A description from a website on Sudbury history tells: 

In 1923, Henry Ford stepped in to protect the Wayside Inn as a "splendid example of colonial America." He purchased nearly 1500 acres surrounding the Inn, built a traditional New England style chapel, a field stone grist mill (rumored to be the "most photographed historic site") and moved The Redstone School or "Little Red Schoolhouse" (of Mary and her little lamb fame) to its current site. In addition, Ford moved the old Parmenter-Garfield general store from Sudbury center to Marlboro and built "Ford's Folly" (the 60 ft. dam up on Nobscott Mountain, so named for its refusal to hold water despite years of labor). Obsessed with historic authenticity, all construction and renovations had to be accomplished in "the traditional manner" using only man and oxen power. 

The Bayside Circuit Trail, which goes right nearby, gives a description how to get there: 

Continue west on BCT through old apple orchard and down hill to parking lot (P=10) on Brimstone Lane (Rte 20 is about 1mile to right) F 42°20'58" 71°27'19"
2.0 Cross Brimstone Lane; continue down hill to swampy area. About 50 yds after stream crossing turn left at T jct (trail right, about 400 yds round trip, goes to “Ford’s Folly,” a massive stone dam that never held water) 

There is a small valve house in the front of the dam wall. Use caution if climbing around there. Also note the Sudbury driving school failures at the base of the dam on either side. Next year's trash out project. 

The cache holds standard trinkets. Henry Ford also was a bit more successful at other endeavors which I had included a few models of in the cache. 

There is a shortcut to the dam, but it requires parking on a private road. This may draw complaints and necessitate the cache being removed. Please park at the Nobscot Conservation area parking on Brimstone lane and take the approximate 1 mile round trip from there. Be cautious driving on Brimstone Lane as it is a one lane road. 

The trail to the dam is narrow with small patches of poison ivy along it.

The posted coordinates are for Tipling Rock in the Nobscott Reservation. The cache is not located there but it's a nice place to visit. To determine the actual location of this cache, solve the puzzle below. 

The Concept: 

This cache is so named in part because it marks my 50th active cache hide. Including micros and final caches, but not Red Herrings, I’ve hit the half century mark and it seemed good to come up with something different. 

That’s where the other part of the name comes in. This will be a traveling cache, meaning it will travel about to who knows where. The concept is simple, once ten finds have been logged for this cache, or shortly thereafter, someone will move it to a new location. 

Here is how it will work. At some point before or after the tenth find has been logged, a cacher will post a note alerting others that he/she intends to move the cache. The container will subsequently be moved to a new site and a new cache page will be created, named The Traveling Cache – Chapter Two. 

Prior to relocating the cache, the mover will place a small container (not a micro) in the spot where the Chapter One cache was hidden. Inside the new container remaining at the Chapter One site should be a log book and coordinates (or other suitable directions) to the Chapter Two location. Some small trade items should also be included in the small container left behind. 

The Puzzle: 

In preparing Chapter One, I noted that mredden’s Central Mass Railroad 2 is not that far away. In fact mredden's posted coordinates for stage one of Central Mass Railroad 2 are just 2.639 miles from the Chapter One location. Central Mass Railroad 2 is a must cache if you like a creative, tough find, though a summertime trek may not be much fun due to trail overgrowth and aerial invaders. While I’m at it, let’s recommend Central Mass Railroad also. I’ve never been to a cache site quite like it. On one of the hottest days of the year when I found it, it was the coolest place around. 

Looking at the area map, I see a Predator Cache off in the other direction, 5.824 miles to stage one in fact. Now there is a cache with two creative hides. Well worth a visit if that is your cup of tea. 

Finally, let me be so bold as to point out that Insidious IV stage one is not far at all from The Traveling Cache – Chapter One, 1.447 miles to be exact. Lots of folks watching it but not so many finding it yet. That will change eventually, and I think most will agree, insidious yes, but creative as well. 

Well there you go. You have everything you need to find the mystery location of the Traveling Cache - Chapter One. 

Designated parking is a large lot northwest of the cache. Expect a 30 minute round trip from there not including find time. There is an alternate, smaller parking area on the same road, west of the cache, and though the hike will be shorter (10 minutes round trip) it will not be particularly enjoyable. 

From the designated parking lot, Chapter One can be found in tandem with another nearby cache (one hour round trip), the identity of which should be evident once you solve the puzzle. 

Notes: 

The cache does not need to be moved immediately after the tenth find, as it would be OK for others to log finds before it is moved, but it should not be relocated before the tenth find is logged. 

Once Chapter Two is in place, the same rules apply. After ten finds have been logged someone else will move it to a new location, creating a Chapter Three by repeating the process in exactly the same manner. 

Please make sure you ... carefully read the rules of the road below before you move the Traveling Cache. 

In theory, cachers can have multiple logs in the same log book since the original log book will move with the container and each new spot will qualify as a new find. 

As an alternate means to find the new location, each subsequent chapter should have a puzzle to solve, similar to the puzzle on this page. The puzzle will involve identifying three favorite caches and providing the distances from a stage of those caches to the new location where the next "chapter" has been hidden. In so doing, those who create new chapters are encouraged to applaud other noteworthy caches. 

This model need not be followed exactly if someone has an idea they think would be good that deviates a bit, but it would be good to have a common theme in which the puzzle references other well done and/or unique caches. 

Credits: 

It wouldn't be right if I did not mention TNC 1 - How Far? since this puzzle is modeled after that one. If you are having trouble solving this, maybe a look at TNC 1 will help. (visit link) 

Suggestions: 

Personally, I would like to see the Traveling Cache placed in spots that would draw attention to another new or already existing cache. It could be placed near a parking area for a new or existing cache or as a detour on a route to another cache. 

An alternate idea would be placing it somewhere you would never expect to find a cache, perhaps even hidden "in plain sight." 

Another suggestion would be moving it at a time that coincides with a special event or activity like a geomeet or community fair or carnival. 

Rules of the Road: 

When you move the Traveling Cache, you must leave a container in its place and it must contain at a minimum: a log book, a few small items, and the coordinates (or other suitable directions) to where the next chapter will be hidden. This means you need to scope out and mark the new location before you retrieve the cache. 

To avoid any confusion, the "mover" should post a note, 24-hours or more in advance, alerting others of your intent to move the cache. Once you post this note, you have essentially reserved the right to move the cache.

 About the Insidious Series: 
The Insidious series has been created to provide a variety of tough tests, especially suited for those who prefer more of a challenge. For those who set out to complete the series without help, be forewarned that you will encounter a number of unique and difficult hides along the way including several that have stumped geocaching veterans. For those not inclined to tackle this challenge at maximum difficulty, an alternate, easier means of conquering the series is available by acquiring the "hidden secrets" provided at Stage One of this cache 


About this hunt: 

This is the final cache of the Insidious series. Unlike the other hunts in this series, all the hides are pretty straightforward. The difficulty rating has been set at "4" only because this hunt requires knowlege that must be obtained by first completing your basic Insidious education, ie. completing Insidious I, II, III, and IV.


About the area: 

The cache is located in Wittenborg Woods, a Framingham Conservation land that abuts Sudbury Conservation land and property owned by the Sudbury Valley Trustees. Parking is on Wayside Inn Road in Framingham near the Sudbury line. 

The trail system here connects to Nobscott Mountain to the east and other nearby grounds, home of several other caches. The Wittenborg Woods and associated trails also connect to Henry Hill to the west, home of another cache. 

General instructions: 

This is a four stage multi with stage one located a short distance from the parking area which is located at: 

N 42 20.963, W 71 28.040. 

The posted coordinates above are for stage one where you will be searching for a small container, less than ten feet from the trail, with "hidden secrets" clue sheets inside. Each clue sheet has 14 pictures of sites from the first four Insidious caches. The pictures include parking areas and subsequent stages for Insidious I, II, III, and IV, including all required micros, but not the Red Herring micros. The pictures have been ordered randomly and each has been given a value at the top left corner. Your task is to determine the correct order and then assign a letter for each picture in proper order, “a” thru “n,” beginning with the parking area for Insidious I (“a”) and ending with the final cache location of Insidious IV (“n”). 

Next, you must assign the value at the top corner of the picture to the corresponding letter. For example: If the number at the top left corner of the picture of the Mount Ward Kiosk (parking for Insidious I) is 15, then a = 15. If the number at the top of the picture of the Insidious IV final cache is 40, then n = 40. You will then use these values to complete the equation below. 

Stage two is located at N 42 20.xxx, W 71 27.yyy 

xxx = a + c + e + g + i + k + m + o
yyy = b + d + f + h + j + l + n + p 

o = 501, p = 248 

At stage two, you will find the coords for stage three, and at stage three, you will find the coords for the final cache. All stages are very close to the trails. No bushwacking is needed. Total round trip is about two miles. 

After you find stage three, you may be tempted to backtrack. Your best option is to continue on the trail in the same direction. It will eventually make a sharp turn towards stage four. 

Caution: The micros at Insidious I and Insidious IV were specifically numbered either on the cache page (Insidious I) or at the site (Insidious IV). When completing the stage one task for this cache, make sure you order the pictures of those micro locations in accordance with the actual cache instructions, which may or may not be the order in which you found them. 

If you have not found the other Insidious caches already, the stage one task will obviously be problematic. The more Insidious stages you have found, the easier the task. However, those who have struggled at another Insidious cache, or those who have not attempted any, may now use these pictures to help find micros and caches that might otherwise have been quite difficult to spot. The pictures won't necessarily guarantee success, but they will dramatically reduce the risk of failure.
